TASTING  & WINE GUIDE NOTES 

REMARKABLE VIEW RIESLING 2005                    $11    
Brilliant clarity of light straw colour with elegant nose of 
citrus and subtle florals evident.  A vibrant palate with 
lovely lime flavours balance and extended to a 
refreshing clean finish. 
 
REMARKABLE VIEW “FLINDERS SUNSET” 2004   $7 
Young Grenache vines used in this Rose’ style showing 
aroma of perfumed raspberry with hints of spice.  Palate 
follows with sweet raspberry fruit flavours SOLD OUT 
 
REMARKABLE VIEW  TEMPRANILLO 2005           $16 
Fresh, intriguing “European” characters with a soft long 
palate with the length being provided by complex very 
fine grained tannins. Definitely non Australian aromas. 
Hints of cherry and lively fresh berry fruit in the mouth 
and a long dry savoury finish 
 
REMARKABLE VIEW SANGIOVESE 2005               $16   
The newest addition to the range back after being off list 
for some time. 
Italian variety of wine and a lighter variety. Can be 
chilled. A garnet red wine-sweet spice and smoky bacon 
to the nose. A structured wine with a rich mid-palate and 
savoury finish. A great food wine-  wonderful with a 
cheese platter or try with roast meat. BRONZE MEDAL 
 
REMARKABLE VIEW GRENACHE 2005                  $10 
Light red easy drink wine – soft and gulpable soft 
finishing. Australia’s 5th most popular red grape. Basic 
label. 
 
REMARKABLE VIEW PETIT VERDOT 2005            $20    
Rich colour, spice and red cherry and blueberry fruit 
flavours, hints of dark chocolate with lingering  tannins 
with a dry finish. Suits game bird, pork and venison. 
 
REMARKABLE VIEW SHIRAZ 2004                         $20    
This is a rich and ripe wine with nice palate length and 
pleasant hints of oak.  Jammy berries of plum and black 
cherry.  This wine is good now, but will certainly handle 
cellaring. SILVER MEDAL 
 
REMARKABLE VIEW BOOLEROO BLEND             $15    
A fortified Grenache Tawney Port with up to 7 years 
blend. Named Booleroo Blend because the cellar door is 
in the hundred of Booleroo.

Wine tasting notes 
Swirl :- Swirl the wine in your 
glass – this allows flavours to 
develop. Note the colour. 
 
Sniff :- Don’t be shy put your 
nose in. What do you smell? 
Black pepper Blackberries 
vanilla floral? Everyone has their 
own ideas. 
 
Sip :- Slurp air through the wine 
this distributes it around your 
tastebuds.  
 
Savour :- Savour your wine a 
little longer, noticing how the 
flavours linger after you have 
swallowed.  Gives an indication 
of the length of the wine. 
 
Enjoy :- what you alone like!
